Proof that you are a U.S. citizen and/or proof that you live in the U.S.

If your insurance company has denied payment for your drug(s), you will need a

copy of that as well



Contacting The Program

Look for the manufacturer(s) of the drug(s) you

are taking on your pill bottle or insert. If you do not
know the drug manufacturer, ask your doctor or nurse. Then,
go online to the Association of Community Cancer Centers
(ACCC) Patient Assistance and Reimbursement Guide at
ACCC-CANCER.ORG/PARG.

All patient and co-pay assistance programs will need
information from your doctor at some point in the enrollment
process, so make sure you tell your health care team about
the program(s) you have contacted.
